Facility Needs: Building are hitting milestones of needing critical repairs to
roofs/doors/etc., put together facility plan after review of all buildings to address updates
needed, also in need of addressing main entrances for security, classrooms and building
interiors also in need of updates.

Operational Needs: Average class size is larger than comparable districts, need
additional counseling/mental health services.

Funding Proposal & Benefits: After 2026 there would be a 7% reduction in tax once
bonds are paid off for D204.

Last referendum was 18 years ago in 2006 when Metea Valley High School was
approved to be built.
