In the den, 

Cub Scouts develop new skills and interests, they practice 

sportsmanship and good citizenship, and they learn to do 

their best, not just for themselves but for the den as well. 

• Advancement - Recognition is important to everyone. The 

advancement plan provides fun for the Scouts, gives them 

a sense of personal achievement as they earn badges, and 

strengthens family understanding as family members and 

their den leader work with them on advancement projects. 

• Activities - Cub Scouts participate in a huge array of 

activities, including games, projects, skits, songs, outdoor 

activities, trips, and service projects. Besides being fun, 

these activities offer opportunities for growth, 

achievement, and family involvement. 

• Service - Cub Scouting focuses on a Scout’s home and 

neighborhood. Acts of service help Scouts strengthen 

connections to their local communities, which in turn 

supports their growth and development. 

• Fun - We know that kids do not join Cub Scouting for 

character building. Youth join because it is exciting. Your 

child will learn great lessons, but they will be far too busy 

having fun to notice.
